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Next Steps (cont)
• VDOT will need to report monthly on the number of newly 

hired contractor employees and the number of existing 
contractor employees.  This information will include the 
number of employees, total hours for employees and total 
wages for employees (subtotal by new-hire and existing).

• This data will be reviewed and certified by VDOT, then 
provided to FHWA.

• No later than 10 business days after each letting, VDOT will 
provide FHWA with summary bid information and specific 
information on the projects that were awarded.
