Title: Location Approval for the Carter Gallier Boulevard Project, Powhatan County

WHEREAS, in accordance with § 33.2-208 (B) of the Code of Virginia and policies of
the Commonwealth Transportation Board, a combined Location and Design Public Hearing was
held on June 5, 2014 at the Powhatan Community Center in Powhatan, Virginia. The purpose of
the project is to provide a roadway on new alignment from an existing median crossover on
Route 60 (near State Police HQ), intersecting with Page Road and terminating at the Luck Stone
Access Road. (Project 1343-072-144, P101, R201, C501, C502); and

WHEREAS, proper notice was given in advance, and all those present were given a full
opportunity to express their opinions and recommendations for or against the proposed project as
presented, and their statements being duly recorded; and

WHEREAS, the Powhatan County Administration endorsed the project as presented at
the combined Location and Design Public Hearing held on June 5, 2014; and

WHEREAS, the economic, social, and environmental effects of the proposed project
have been examined and given proper consideration, and this evidence, along with all other, has
been carefully reviewed; and

WHEREAS, the project is in compliance with National Environmental Policy Act
(NEPA) requirements based on the findings set forth in the draft Categorical Exclusion.
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that pursuant to §33.2-208 (A) of the
Code of Virginia, that the location of the Carter Gallier Boulevard is approved on new alignment,
as proposed and presented at the combined Location and Design Public Hearing.
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
