• Priority Selection 
� Priority given, first, to construction projects that have 

previously received Revenue Sharing funding;

� Next, priority given to construction projects that meet a 
transportation need identified on the Statewide 
Transportation Plan or projects that will be accelerated 
in a locality’s capital plan;

� Next, priority given to projects that address deficient 
pavement resurfacing and bridge rehabilitation
