WHEREAS, it ie the senss of this Commiseion thar its
present policies should be ravised snd restated in mocordince with
tha vevised Act.

HOW, THSKEFORE, BES IT EESOIVED, thac tha Bighwsy
Comzisaion heredy adopts the following policy to govern the uss of
industriel accass funsis pureusnt to Sectidn 33-136.1, as smendad
of the Code of Virginida (1%30): '

{. The uss of industrisl access funds sball be linmited to
the purpose of providing sdequate acceas to ndw oF
subatantially sxpanding manufacturing, induscrial, or
other sstablishownta.

3, Induatrial sccess funds sballnot be maad for the ace
quisition of right of way or for the adjustweat of
utilities neossaiteted by the cenatruction of the
accass project. These Funds sxe to be vsed anly for
actusl constzuction wad snginsering of & road facllicy
adaquate to serve the traffic generited by tbs hew or
expanding establishments.

3, Industrizl sccess funds may mot be used for tha
aondtruction of access roads to alxporte, schogls,
howpitala, librazies, symories, asusssint faciiitiea,
government installations, spd othex sistilay fmcilities,
wimther public or privata.

4. Iodustrial access funds shail be &llocated only after
cartification that the weanufecturing or iaduetriai
aatablishment ia constyucted and cparvating or will be
conatructed and opsrated under fips comeract.

5. Induptrial sccess funds shall not be wesd to construct
or improve voads on a privately owned plant site.

6. Hoc wore then 5150,000 of industrial secoss funds mAy
be allocated for uwse in any ota county, including the
towns located tharain, or Any c¢ity in amy fiscal year
wvnlege thesa funds are supplenanted by funde frem non-
public sources, in which case additional ipdustyial
sccess fundg ™Ay be mede available to match the amoumt
contelbated, dollar for dollay, but wot o axcesd &
arand total of §$250,000 of industrial accasy funds.

7. It is che intent of the Commission that industrial
access funds not ba anticipatsd fxom ysar to yaar.



B, The Highuay Comrlmsion consults and sorks slosely
with the Governoz's Division of Industrinl Davelopment
and Planning in detsrmining tha use of industriai
accegs funds and may rely on the recotmecdations of
this DHvision in oeaking deciaions as to tis allocatiop
of thass funds.

4, Prior to the formal request for the use of industrisl
sccaas funds to provide access to new or sxpandiag
industries, the location of the access road sball bhe
sulmittsd for spproval of ths mgiocers of che Tighamy
Departmanit. The eginesrs shall take into considers-;
tion the codt of the facility ma it ralates bo the
location and as i relstes to the possibilicy of
futire extensions of the road to searve othmr posaible
induntrial establishments, &s well as the future
developoent of the area traversed.

10. Prior to ths Cosmieslon’s sllocation of fonds for
such counstruction or rodd improvewm:snts to An Industry
proposing to locate or expéod in 4 county or city,the
gaverning body should make recommgncaticns and abould
be responsible for prelimingry negotisations with the
induatgies snd gthers lntersated. EHighway miinssys
will be svellsble for consultation with the governing
body and athers, and will prepaee enevays, plans,
mgineering studies, aud cost eatimates.

Bt 1T PURTSER REBOLVED, chat the above policy shail
becoma sffective July 1, 1964, and 21l policlies hexetofors adopted
by this Commdasion governing che use af industrizl #ccess funds
are rascinded as of that date, Motion corried.
